Fairhaven Board of Selectmen
March 14, 2016 Meeting Minutes

Present: Chairman Geoffrey Haworth, Vice Chairman Charles K. Murphy, Sr., Clerk Robert
Espindola, Town Administrator Mark Rees, and Administrative Assistant Anne O’Brien.

Chairman Geoffrey Haworth called the meeting to order in the Town Hall Banquet Room at 6:35
p.m. The meeting was audio recorded by the Selectmen’s Office and video recorded by the
Government Access channel.

MINUTES

e Mr. Murphy motioned to approve the minutes of the February 17, 2016 meeting, open
session. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

e Mr. Murphy motioned to approve the minutes of the February 29, 2016 meeting, open
session. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

e Mr. Murphy motioned to approve the minutes of the March 7, 2016 meeting, open
session. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

In his report, Mr. Rees gave an overview to the FY17 budget and the Annual Town Meeting
warrant draft, both presented to the Selectmen in their packets. He also informed the Selectmen
that the School Department FY17 budget hearing would be held on March 23.

CDBG 14 FRANCIS ST

Town Planner Bill Roth was present. Mr. Roth explained that when the Town approved the
extension of a grant for CDBG 14, they needed to do a contract extension with Breezeway Farm
Consulting. Mr. Murphy motioned to approve contract amendment #2 with Breezeway Farm
Consulting to extend the contract to January 31, 2016. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was
unanimous. (3-0).

MARINE RESOURCES COMMITTEE

The Board reviewed letters of interest from Patrick Souza, Michael Cordeira and Michelle Potter
for the Marine Resources Committee. The Board confirmed residency for Mr. Souza and Ms.
Potter, but was not certain if Mr. Cordeira was a resident. Mr. Murphy motioned to appoint Mr.
Souza and Ms. Potter to the Marine Resources Committee, and to appoint Mr. Cordeira to the



same, contingent upon confirmation of his residency. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was
unanimous. (3-0).

NEMASKET GROUP 5K

The Board reviewed a request from the Nemasket Group to hold their annual 5K fundraiser on
April 30. Mr. Murphy motioned to approve. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous.
(3-0).

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

The Board reviewed their top picks for the three resident positions on the Economic
Development Committee. Mr. Murphy’s top picks were: John Seed, Cathy Melanson and Doug
Brady. Mr. Espindola’s top picks were: Robert Kenworthy, Kevin McLaughlin and Todd
MacGregor. Mr. Haworth’s top picks were: Kevin McLaughlin, Todd MacGregor and Ruy
daSilva.

After deliberation, Mr. Murphy motioned to appoint Kevin McLaughlin, Todd MacGregor and
John Seed to the Economic Development Committee. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was
unanimous. (3-0).

Doug Brady was recognized. He asked if the Board would consider associate members. Mr.
Haworth said that they possibly would, after the Economic Development Committee holds their
first meeting and assesses membership need.

Mr. Murphy motioned to name Mr. Haworth the Selectmen’s appointee to the Economic
Development Committee. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

AUTO DEALER/REPAIR LICENSE MODIFICATION

The Board reviewed a need to revise the expiration date on the Auto Dealer/Repair licenses for
businesses within the Town of Fairhaven, due to the fact that the RMV has been rejecting the
April 30, 2016 expiration dates on the Town licenses. The Board agreed to make the license
expiration date December 31, 2016, with the condition of making businesses subject to a license
hearing if they do not produce the site plans as required in time for May 1, 2016.

Mr. Murphy motioned to change the wording on the Auto Repair/Dealer licenses to reflect a
December 31, 2016 expiration date with the requirement that all site plans are to be received by
the Selectmen’s Office by April 30, 2016 or licensees will face suspension or revocation. Mr.
Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

FY17 SELECTMEN BUDGET RECOMMENDATIONS
Mr. Rees presented the Board with an FY17 budget that reflected their requested changes, and

departmental back-up pages. Included in the requested changes was an appropriation for the
newly formed Economic Development Committee, changes in the base used to calculate a



retiree’s annual cost of living increase, a Town Hall “floater” clerk position, and an IT director
(six month appropriation). Some routine articles for the Town Hall and BPW were placed in the
general budget. Some cherry sheet changes were made, based on changes on the State website.

Mr. Murphy asked if the changes were in line with the five-year plan. Mr. Rees confirmed that it
was.

Mr. Murphy motioned to approve and sponsor the budget as modified, subject to potential
changes with the Finance Committee. See Attachment A. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was
unanimous. (3-0).

ANNUAL TOWN MEETING WARRANT

The Board reviewed and signed the Annual Town Meeting warrant. See Attachment B. Mr.
Murphy motioned to sign. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

Mr. Rees asked the Board to set a deadline for the submission of articles for the Special Town
Meeting. Mr. Murphy motioned to set March 22 at 4:00 p.m. as a deadline for all Special Town
Meeting articles. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was unanimous. (3-0).

PLEDGE OF LICENSE - PASTA HOUSE

At 7:10 p.m., the Board met with Pasta House manager Mario Ribeiro for a pledge of license to
Webster Bank. The Chairman opened the hearing.

Mr. Ribeiro stated that nothing was changing at the location, but that they were doing a refinance
with the bank and that the pledge of license was required as a part of that refinance.

The Chairman opened the hearing to public comment. There was none.

Mr. Murphy motioned to approve the pledge of license for the Pasta House to Webster Bank.
Mr. Espindola seconded. VVote was unanimous. (3-0).

DERECK GOFF - EAGLE SCOUT PROCLAMATION
At 7:12 p.m., the Board met with Dereck Goff, a recently promoted Eagle Scout. Mr. Goff was
promoted to Eagle Scout after he assembled volunteers to create a handicap-accessible seating
and walkway area adjacent to Fort Phoenix.

The Board read a proclamation for Mr. Goff. See Attachment C.

The Board thanked Mr. Goff for his hard work and dedication, and congratulated him on his
promotion to Eagle Scout.



ACUSHNET RIVER ESTUARY PLAN

The Board reviewed a request from Mark Rasmussen of the Buzzard’s Bay Coalition to submit a
letter of support from the Board of Selectmen for a Community-Driven Restoration of the
Acushnet River. See Attachment D.

Mr. Murphy motioned to have the Board of Selectmen submit the aforementioned letter of
support to the Massachusetts Environment Trust. Mr. Espindola seconded. VVote was unanimous.
(3-0).

BELL COMMITTEE REQUEST

The Board reviewed a request from the Bell Committee to gather information on what would be
involved in removing the Rogers School bell. See Attachment E.

Bob Cormier and Doug Brady were present. Mr. Brady said that the bell is heavily rusted and
listing to one side. The request from the Bell Committee would be to study the removal process
and its costs only.

Mr. Murphy motioned to give the Bell Committee authorization to gather information on the
costs and steps associated with the removal of the Rogers School bell, with any actual bell
removal requiring a separate vote at a later meeting. Mr. Espindola seconded. Vote was
unanimous. (3-0).

KAYAK AND PADDLEBOARD RENTAL - MACKATAN

The Board reviewed a letter from Christopher Medeiros of Mackatan General Store, expressing
interest in renting kayaks and paddleboards from Hoppy’s Landing. The Board indicated that it
would like to open up the discussion and its implications to a public meeting. Mr. Rees said that
the issue of procurement would also have to be addressed, as it is a proposal to use public land
for private enterprise.

Frank Coelho of the Marine Resources Committee said that he would also like the opportunity to
present the issue to his board for their consideration. The Board of Selectmen will be meeting
with Mr. Medeiros of the Mackatan General Store on March 28 at 7 pm — the Marine Resources
Committee will try to meet before then.

The meeting recessed at 7:35 p.m. The meeting was continued upstairs in the auditorium at 7:45
p.m.

FIRST RESPONDERS

The Board of Selectmen acknowledged the work of the first responders who saved a West Island
resident’s life on February 17, 2016. On that day, David Cardin was driving over the West Island
causeway and lost control of his vehicle, sending it into the icy waters. First responders pulled
Mr. Cardin from the vehicle, performed CPR, and transported him to the hospital.



The Board of Selectmen thanked the first responders and presented them each with a copy of the
proclamation that Mr. Haworth read: see Attachment F.

At 8:29 p.m. Mr. Murphy motioned to enter Executive Session, pursuant to MGL 30A 8 21.:

1. Negotiations of real property — Oxford School
2. Negotiations of real property — Rogers School

Mr. Espindola seconded the motion to enter Executive Session for the aforementioned reasons,
not to reconvene into open session afterward. Vote was unanimous. (3-0)

The purpose of this by-law is to recognize that the contamination of any pond, stream,

B. Water Withdrawal Prohibition
Except as hereinafter provided, no person shall withdraw water from surface water
(including but not limited to wetlands, stream channels, lakes, springs, ponds) within the
Town of Fairhaven into any tank vehicle, or into any tank contained in or on any vehicle.
C. Exception
The prohibitions contained in Paragraph B above shall not apply to withdrawals
associated with the following:

1. Any withdrawal permitted under a permit issued by any agency of the
Town of Fairhaven, Commonwealth of Massachusetts and/or the United
States Government.

2. Any withdrawal associated with agricultural operations by either the
owner of a private water supply or any other person or entity having
withdrawal rights in said water body.

3. Withdrawals associated with firefighting or training activities associated
with firefighting.

4. Any withdrawal of by a riparian landowner for personal use provided
said withdrawal is less than 100 gallons per day.

D. Violations, Penalties; Enforcement
Any person or entity in violation of the provisions herein shall be fined by a fine of $100
for the first violation and $200 for each subsequent violation. Each day on which a
violation exists shall constitute a separate violation.

This by-law shall be enforced under the Non-Criminal Disposition provisions of M.G.L.
Chapter 40, Section 21D and may be enforced by the Conservation Commission, Board
of Health, and Fire Department, or their designees.

G Security for Special Permits.

1. General. The SPGA, as a condition of granting a special permit, may require that the
performance of the conditions and observance of the safeguards of such special permit be
secured by one, or in part by one and in part by the other, of the methods described in the
following provisions. The SPGA shall administer this securing of performance by either:

(a) A proper bond or a deposit of money or negotiable securities or letter of credit,
sufficient in the opinion of the SPGA to secure performance of the conditions and
observance of the safeguards of such special permit; or,

(b) A covenant running with the land, executed and duly recorded by the owner of
record, whereby the conditions and safeguards included in such special permit shall
be performed before any lot may be conveyed other than by mortgage deed. Nothing
herein shall be deemed to prohibit a conveyance by a single deed, subject to such
covenant of the entire parcel of land, the development of which is governed by the
special permit.

2. Reduction of Security. Until completion of the development the penal sum of any
deposit or security held under 8 198.29.G.1.a above may from time to time be reduced by
the SPGA to an amount not less than 15% of the value of work originally estimated.

3. Release of Security. Upon the completion of the development or upon performance of
the conditions and safeguards imposed by such special permit, security for the
performance of which was given, the applicant shall send by registered mail to the SPGA,
an affidavit that the conditions and safeguards in connection with which such security has
been given have been complied with. If the SPGA determines that the conditions and
safeguards of the special permit have been complied with, it shall release the interest of
the Town in such security, return or release the security to the person who furnished the
same, or release the covenant by appropriate instrument, duly acknowledged. If the
SPGA determines that the conditions or safeguards included in the special permit have
not been complied with, it shall specify the conditions or safeguards with which the
applicant has not complied in a notice sent by registered or certified mail to the applicant.

4. Failure to Act. If the SPGA fails to send such a notice within 60 days after it receives the
applicant’s affidavit, all obligations under the security shall cease and terminate, any
deposit shall be returned and any such covenant become void.
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5. Failure to Complete Work. Upon failure of the applicant to complete such work to the
satisfaction of the SPGA and in accordance with all applicable plans, regulations and
specifications, the Town shall be entitled to enforce such bond or to realize upon such
securities to the extent necessary to complete all such work without delay.

8§ 198-25 Location of Automobile and Boat Services

A. No portion of the front or side lines of a public garage, automobile repair shop, greasing
station, service station, gasoline filling station, boat service facility, or any of their
appurtenances or accessory uses, shall hereafter be placed within fifty (50) feet of any
residential district. No driveway to such premises shall be in any part within fifty (50) feet of
any residential district. Required spaces for public and employee parking shall conform to the
standards as determined by §198.27 Parking, Loading and Landscaping Requirements.

Retail display areas shall meet the setbacks as provided for in 198-18 and be designed as
described in 198.27.e.

B. Every filling station shall hereafter be located not less than fifteen (15) feet inside the
building line, and no filling shall be done except into motor vehicles or approved containers
standing on the property of the filling station.

C. Avyard, building or other facility for the storage, display, dismantling, junking or similar
disposal or use of overage or wrecked motor vehicles, or boats shall be classed as an
industrial use. Automobile services permitted as a commercial use shall include gasoline
filling stations supplying fuel, oil and automobile accessories to motor vehicles, lubrication
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and minor repair services. Boat services permitted as a commercial use shall include oil and
accessories to boats, lubrication and minor repair services.

D. Repairs requiring removal of vehicular or boat motors, transmissions, differentials or similar
major elements are permitted only within the building interior. Body work and painting are
allowable uses in the Industrial District by special permit.. The number of external storage of
motor vehicles or boats requiring repair shall be determined by special permit. No required
parking facility or spaces shall be used for servicing, repair, storage, or display of
merchandise or motor vehicles or boats for sale or rental or for any other purpose that
interferes with its availability for required parking. In the event that any such motor vehicle
or boat repair shop expands, alters, or intensifies its repair use, a new determination will be
required prior to any such expansion, alteration, or intensification in use. No motor vehicle or
boat kept for repairs can be stored externally for more than 60 days from the date the motor
vehicle or boat is accepted for repair. The exterior storage of any parts including tires, and
used motor vehicle or boat parts is not a permitted use. A 6-foot solid screening fence is
required, except in a front yard, to shield motor vehicles or boats stored externally adjacent to
a residential district. The screening fence must run along all property lines facing the
residential property. All wrecked or dismantled motor vehicles must be stored in an enclosed
building. The outside overnight storage area shall be shown on the site plan.

E. The Planning Board shall be the Special Permitting Granting Authority (SPGA) for all uses
under § 198-25.

§ 198-27 Parking, loading, and landscaping requirements

“(c) appoint the town counsel and any special counsels, and all members of committees, boards
and commissions except the finance committee and except those appointed by the moderator,
elected by the voters or under the jurisdiction of the school committee or of the board of public
works and may make appointments to temporary posts and committees the board creates for
special purposes;” and by

2. Striking therefrom subsection (e) of Section 2, and inserting the following in its place:

“(e) Manage and direct the daily reporting and supervision of all town departments under the
jurisdiction of the board of selectmen including: assessors, building commission, council on
aging, police, civil defense, animal control officer, gas inspector, plumbing inspector, wiring
inspector and weights and measures inspector, recreation, tree planning, finance, finance
director, collector, treasurer, accounting, veterans, town counsel, other committees appointed by
and under the jurisdiction of the board of selectmen and the fire department, subject to section 42
of chapter 48 of the General Laws, but not including the school department, and the public works
department.” , and by

“(g) Except with respect to the school department, and the public works department, the town
administrator shall have sole authority over the administration of personnel policies for all town
employees. With respect to the fire department, such authority shall be subject to section 42 of
chapter 48 of the General Laws. The town administrator shall act as the personnel board under
all applicable laws and by-laws, except as otherwise set forth in this act. The personnel board as
presently constituted shall be eliminated upon the appointment of the town administrator. The
town may enact by-laws establishing the wages, salaries and other benefits of employees, which
shall be consistent with the authority granted to the town administrator in this act.
Notwithstanding the elimination of the personnel board, all actions taken prior to the
appointment of the town administrator by the personnel board within its authority, and by any
other town official or board, with respect to personnel, including the appointment of all officers
and employees, shall continue in full force and effect subject to future action by the town
administrator within the town administrator’s authority.” and by

4. Striking therefrom subsection (k) of Section 2, and inserting the following in its place:
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“(k) With the approval of the board of selectmen, negotiate all collective bargaining agreements
on behalf of the town, except for the school department and the public works department. The
town administrator may seek the assistance of labor counsel if the town administrator deems it
necessary to effect successful negotiations. All final agreements must be approved and executed
by the board of selectmen.” and by

5. Striking therefrom subsection (m) of Section 2, and inserting the following in its place:

*“(m) Submit to the board of selectmen a written proposed budget for town government for the
ensuing fiscal year. The proposed budget shall detail all estimated revenue from all sources, and
all proposed expenditures, including debt service for the previous, current and ensuing 5 years.
The proposed budget shall include proposed expenditures for both current operations and capital
projects during the ensuing year, detailed by department, committee, agency, purpose and
position and proposed financing methods. The proposed budget shall include estimated revenues
and free cash available at the close of the fiscal year, including estimated balances in special
accounts. The town may, by by-law establish additional financial information and reports to be
provided by the town administrator. To assist the town administrator in preparing the proposed
annual budget of revenue and expenditures, the finance director, all boards, officers and
committees of the town, including the school committee and the board of public works, shall
furnish to the town administrator, in a writing in such a form as the town administrator shall
establish, all relevant information in their possession, including a detailed estimate of the
appropriations required and any available funds.” and by

6. Striking therefrom subsection (v) of Section 2, and inserting the following in its place:

“(v) Manage and oversee the use, maintenance, security and, with the approval of the board of
selectmen, regulate the rental for all the town buildings, properties and facilities, including
information technology, except those under the jurisdiction of the school department or the
